SUFFOLK CC PRESENTATION

Town Open Meeting hosted by the Sudbury Society, Tuesday 17th March 2009 

Mr Andy Johnson described the measures that had already been taken before going on to those that were planned over the next three year.  These value of these works were estimated to be in excess of one million pounds.

Belle Vue Junction.  Studies and works at this junction will target:

· Traffic congestion

· Accidents

· Improvements to cycling and pedestrian facilities

Consideration will also be given to making this a full movement junction.  This would allow traffic to travel directly from Great Eastern Road to Newton Road, thus reducing flows in King Street, East Street and Girling Street

  Funding: 2009-2011 - £300,000

Market Hill  This study, into the street-scene, traffic calming and pedestrian improvements, will be linked to work, previously carried out in Gainsborough Street and at the Library, and the proposals for the Belle Vue junction.
This study will propose improvements for all highway users throughout this valuable town centre space.

 Funding: 2009-2010 -  £15,000

Girling Street Traffic Signals.  Proposals are being prepared to improve the operational efficiency of the Girling Street/East Street traffic signals.  The upgrade will:

· Reduce delays

· Improve pedestrian crossing opportunities

· Enable adjustments if an all movement junction is constructed at Belle Vue

 Funding: 2009-2010 - £30,000

Cross Street.  Suffolk CC will be working in partnership with Babergh DC, to develop an Action Plan for air quality improvements in Cross Street.  Possible improvements to help improve air quality include:
· Review of on-street parking

· Modification to the Build-out

· A one-way system

· Review of HGV routes

Funding: 2009-2010 - £50,000

Melford Road.  Provide a zebra crossing and bus shelter just West of Brundon Lane exit. There are proposals to upgrade the street lighting between this crossing and the Melford Road/Long Melford roundabout.  
Funding: 2009-2010 - £40,000

Bus Station.  Suffolk CC in partnership with Babergh DC is contributing to options for the Bus Station which will:

· Improve the appearance

· Improve safety

· Provide quality travel information and facilities

  Funding: 2009-2012 - £500,000

As part of the County Council’s desire to reduce the growth of private car journeys into and around the town, consideration will also be given to providing a local shuttle bus service.

Melford Road Rounabout.  Implementation of various safety measures: 
· Countdown markers, 
· Yellow backed warning signs, 
· New chevron signs and 
· Rumble strips. 
Funding:  2009-2010 - £15,000.

Springlands Way/Second Avenue Junction.  Right turn lane proposed for vehicles turning into Second Avenue. 
Finding: 2009-2010 - £65,000.

Northern Road/Windham Road Junction.  To improve safety, Suffolk CC will provide: 
· Additional signing, 
· New white lining and
· Resurface the junction.  
Funding: 2009-2010 - £20,000

Cross Boundary Issues.  Peter Grimm made the point very strongly, that any action taken to control traffic movement in Sudbury had repercussions further afield.  The action in Essex that could affect Sudbury most beneficially would be if, and when the A120 were converted to dual carriage way from Braintree to Marks Tey and a junction A12/A134 junction constructed near Colchester.  The first still awaits funding, the latter is needed before construction can begin on 475 new dwellings.

Chilton Woods Development. Transport related improvements, in connection with the Chilton Woods development are presently the subject of discussions between the County Council and developers.  The County Council expects any future development to provide:
· A detailed Transport Impact Assessment

· Junction Improvements on Springlands Way and Northern Road

· Improvements to junctions in the town.

· Improved cycle and pedestrian links between the development and the town centre and links to neighbouring villages.

· Bus priority and improved passenger information services between the development and the town centre.

· Traffic management measures to deter ‘rat-running’ between the developments and outlying areas

Other Works & Funding. 

Maintenance.  Suffolk CC will continue to maintain the roads and footways in and around the town.

On Street Parking Account.  Additional funding is available.  Typical uses include:

· Residents parking schemes

· Disabled parking bays

· Traffic Regulation orders

· ‘20’s Plenty’ – schemes

· Lorry management projects
· Sustainable transport improvements

Locality Funding.  County Councillors will also have funds available through new locality arrangements.  These funds can be spent on ‘Quality of Life’ or ‘Anxiety Relief Schemes’ and will enable count y Councillors to consider local, small scale issues which are of concern to residents and businesses.
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
